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Submission Criteria

1. Sufficient supporting information to indicate how the proposal is intended to affect the intent and application of the Code.

2. Clearly state the purpose of the proposed code change (e.g., clarify the Code; revise outdated material; substitute new or revised material for current provisions of the Code; add new requirements to the Code; delete current requirements, etc.).
3. Justify for changing the current Code provisions, stating why the proposal is superior to the current provisions of the Code.  Proposals which add or delete requirements shall be supported by a logical explanation which clearly shows why the current Code provisions are inadequate or overly restrictive, specifies the shortcomings of the current Code provisions and explains how such proposals will improve the Code.

4. Substantiation for the proposed code change based on technical information and substantiation.

5. A bibliography of any substantiating material submitted with the code change proposal.

6. A statement on the cost impact of the code change proposal:  1) the code change proposal will increase the cost of construction; or 2) the code change proposal will not increase the cost of construction.

During the rulemaking process, the Bureau must defend the need and reasonableness of all proposed rule changes; therefore, a detailed explanation is necessary to ensure the committee thoroughly considers all aspects of the proposal.)
